In 1966, Paul Wolk, along with Hettie Shumway, tiesDavid Boehm, Ralph Collins, MD,
James Sterner, MD, and Hilton Hedrick, came togdthérm East House, only the second
community-based group home for people recoverioghfMental lliness in the country at that
time. They contributed their time, expertise, amdspnal resources to establish an agency that
would help people with histories of mental illnessl drug dependency to lead healthier, more
productive and more satisfying lives. That yeagr@up home was opened on Dartmouth Street,
east of downtown Rochester, and the name East Htuske. Today, East House serves more
than 1,000 people each year, through residengiagliilitation and career service programs

provided in nine group homes, five offices and hmedd of apartments.
